"world Comics India", aganisation he foundedlshoka India and Brazil team
helped him to collaborate with the Brazilian fellows for the replication of h
methodology in this part of Latdmerica.

In Novemberthe collaboration came through. In the beginning of the month
Sharad arrived in Sao Paulo to participate on the Human Rights Colloquiur
organized by Conectas Direitos Humanos, organisation run by the fellow (
VilhenaAfter getting in touch with Brazilian's reality and discussing about

Human Rights issues with social leaderships from all over the world for or
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week, the fellow started teaching his methodology for entrepreneurs' orgahiza-

tions and meeting other fellows around the country

The first oganization receiving thé&/orld Comics was Revistaracéo, with

the entrepreneur Paulo Lima, in Sao Palddew days later Sharad went to
Rio de Janeiro and met two fellows' organizations, Central Unica das Fave
of CelscAthayde, and Instituto Promundo, of Gary Barkée upcoming
workshops happened in Fortaleza, in collaboration with Daniel Raviolo's
Comunicacéo e Cultura. There were two workshops, one in the mornings 4
one in the afternoons for 14 participants each. There were mostly univers
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students from different backgrounds participating, all from the Federal Uniyer-

sity of Ceara.

From the contacts established in the Coloquium, Sharma met Jureada, mg
of the Secretariat of Human Rights in Para State Government. From this
ing resulted the third workshop of Sharad's visit, with 12 social movement
stakeholders in Belem, near theazon Forest. Back to Sao Paulo, just a fe\
days before heading back to India, Sharad still had the breath for one last
workshopAfter meeting withviragéo to study some possible future projects
togetherhe went to Museu da Pessoa( Museum of Persganiaation
founded by fellow Kareorcman, and conducted one last one-day worksh
for 14 participants after getting to know their realizations.

They were amazed to see all the kinds of issues, variety of drawings and diverse

cultures depicted in the comics.

Post screening they
raised questions like:

Why people killed girl
child in India?
Why is there gender
discrimination?
Why veil system?

Why are there more
male workers in the
campaign?

Furthermore we distributed some Portuguese
language comics manuals to all participants.
These manuals were developed by Leif
Packalen, the chairman of WCF in 2001.

They identify issues and based on these issues
they formed a storyrhe stories were read aloud
and comments as well as suggestions shared.



DAY-2

In the morning the participants were introduced to facial expression exercise where they
illustrated various expressions on board.

The session engrossed them so much that they forgot about lunch
until Suzanne forced them to go for a lunch break




We introduced them to another exercise where they were to draw a male and a female.
The drawings depicted their high esteemed perception on women unlike in India when we had done
the same exercise some illustrations of women depicted various misfortune state of women




POST LUNCH

The participants then sketched faces of
each other and were excited to learn the
art of capturing live human figures.

Now story were ready and participants had good idea of drawing... so we
told them about the development of a visual script.

The rest of the day went busy with all the participants working on script formation.




DAY-3

The visual scripts were checked and the participants

started their final art work.

The Inking exercise in itself took
so long that the participants
escaped the field testing.

The comics were photo copied distributed and
pasted on walls and the critique session was
initiated where the following major points were
discussed:

Overall look of the comics
The story and the message
Readability

Title

The use of black and white




Expectations

In Viragéo we had the expectation of learning one more form of youth mobilization and knowledge/
information production, so that they could themselves expose their opinions. That's why we though
of the participation of young professionals with different life experiences, actuating in the citizen
sector also in varied areas.

We believe the workshop overcame our expectations regarding the content. Regarding its format,
we suggest that the workshops should have more days (one extra day) so that the information can
be assembled calmiyhe comics can be showcased in the streets (for the public) and evaluation.
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"Sharing experiences that are so close but so distant geographically is important. What Cpomics
Power is doing there through one kind of media we are doing here through another one. This
experience exchange is very important to build this other possible society we're already generat-

ing."
